THE ROLE OF THE STUDENTS REPRESENTATIVES AND STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS IN DECISION MAKING PROCESS IN HIGHER EDUCATION

Problems:
1. Lack of promotion of student organizations and student parliaments

2. Poor organization of student parliaments at faculties ( conflicts within the parliaments of the universities

3. Political interference in the student organization by the activists, members of student parliaments

4. Lack of experience and lack of unity of students during negotiations with the Ministry of Education
5. Distrust of students in student organizations because they can not show good results
6. Poor association of universities in Serbia and poor communication at all levels
Possible solutions:
1) Engaging students in order to promote the parliaments of their own faculties and universities (through the Student Office, by notice to the faculty sites ...). 
2) This problem is mostly related to the University of Belgrade, which has many faculties and because of excessive autonomy given to the deans, very difficult to communicate with management. Similar faculties should be linked for joint sessions and increase connections within the University (integration). 
3) A member of any student organization can not be banned from being politically active student because it will cause the hiding of political 
affiliation. Any student who is politically active has to speak about it and to ban the Presidency of the parliament to be politically active.  

4) Students who represent us to the Ministry should be further educated through training and courses in communication, presentation and negotiation in order to better represent the students and won for the respective student's decision.
5) Presenting the results of student organizations throgh the Internet, perhaps through the media as well.

6) Suggestions:
a) Provide meetings with educational content for students several times a year (courses, lectures, conferences, debates ...). Include all public and private universities in Serbia. 

b) Connection via the portal EVO portal (Evaluation of Higher Education, where students can share their experiences and to be connected (as a socio-educational network)
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
