MINUTES

In the period from 2 to 5 December 2010. the members of the Students’ Alliance of Belgrade participated in the seminar "Student Kopaonik meetings" held in Kopaonik, organized by Student Parliament of the Law Faculty in Belgrade. The seminar gathered representatives of the students of most universities and colleges in Serbia and the region in order to exchange experiences, best practices from their departments and to try to work together to attempt to resolve some of the problems faced by students in Serbia.
Most universities’ and faculties’ parliaments from Serbia sent their student representatives on "Student Kopaonik meetings". At the Meetings participated the delegation of students from publicuniversities - Belgrade, Novi Sad, Kragujevac, Nis, Novi Pazar, Kosovska Mitrovica and from one private - University Singidunum. Kopaonik visited and student representatives from the region , University of Montenegro, University of Zagreb, University of Banja Luka, Sarajevo University and the University of St. Cyril and Methodius in Skopje. Participants of the meeting, and there were more than eight hundred, had a unique opportunity to meet with colleagues from different university centers and that they share experiences and knowledge about the work of student parliament, student organization, implementation of the Bologna process, TEMPUS SIGMUS project and EVO portal and, in general, on all those issues concerning the status and lives of students.
At the opening ceremony participants were addressed by the Minister of Education, Dr. Zarko Obradovic, Russian Ambassador in Serbia Alexander Konuzin, dean of the University of Belgrade, prof. Mirko Vasiljevic, and Rector of the University of Kragujevac, prof. Slobodan Arsenijevic.
Ministers of Education especially emphasized the need to talk about the quality of teaching and quality of knowledge. The minister called studented representatives, who represent "the future of this country and the people who will lead tomorrow" to take advantage of counseling to talk with each other on key student issues and problems and make proposals to their colleges, universities and ministries, for their best solution. Ambassador Konuzin addressed the gathering and stressed the need to improve cooperation in the sphere of higher education. Mr. Konuzin with regret, said that there is very little interest of Serbian students to study at Russian universities and invited the participants of the meeting to give their comments and suggestions to improve cooperation.

Dean of the Faculty of Law, University of Belgrade, prof. Mirko Vasiljevic, who had the role of host, also urged students to openly talk, first about the quality of teaching, and on all other aspects of higher education in Serbia. The Dean Vasiljevic said that the Serbian forces will be: "accept what you as the future of Serbia, say and acquire in these meetings, and try to implement in the educational life of Serbia." 

The conference was opened by Andrew Dimitrijevic, general secretary of the student parliament of the Law Faculty in Belgrade, who expressed hope that this will become a traditional gathering of student representatives which will attract participants from universities in the EU and the Russian Federation in the years to come. In this way, this seminar will become an institution of international importance. 
Workshops for participants of the conference were held on Saturday, 4 December. Workshops were held throughout the day and consisted of presentations by student representatives of all universities who were present at the conference. After the lectures, followed by the discussion of all participants, after which conclusions were taken together.
Especially interesting workshops, and for SIGMUS the most important, were held by student representatives from the region, that is from the former Yugoslavia. They presented study modes and models of student organizations that are somewhat different from those applied in our universities. Lectures were held by the presidents of student parliaments, University of Banja Luka and Sarajevo University and the student ombudsman at the University of Zagreb, as well as representatives of the student parliament of the University of Montenegro and the University of St. Cyril and Methodius in Skopje.
