ON HIGHER EDUCATION

|. BASIC PROVISIONS
Subject Matter of the Law
Article 1
This Law shall govern the higher education systeonditions and manner of
carrying out higher education activities, financargd other matters of importance for
the performance of these activities.
Higher education activities
Article 2
Higher education activities are of special siguifice for the Republic of
Serbia (hereinafter referred to as the Republia@) are part of the international,
European in particular, area of education, sci@mcHor art.
Objectives of higher education

Article 3

The objectives of higher education shall be:

1) to teach scientific, professional and artistiowledge and skills;
2) to develop science and promote artistic cregtivi
3) to ensure a source of young researchers, profiegs and artists;

4) to provide equal access to higher education ndividuals and
opportunities for education and training throughldat
5) substantially increased number of people wighar education.
Principles of higher education
Article 4

Activities of higher education shall be based o following principles:

1) academic freedoms;

2) autonomy;

3) unity of teaching and scientific research andftistic work;

4) openness to the public at large and to citizens;

5) recognition of humanistic and democratic valuwésEuropean and
national traditions;

6) respect for human rights and civil libertiegluding prohibition of all

forms of discrimination;

Academic freedoms

Article 5

Academic freedoms shall include:

freedom to choose a programme of study.

Autonomy

Article 6

The autonomy of a university and of other highduaation institutions shall,
in accordance with the present Law, imply:

Academic inviolability

Article 7

The grounds of a higher education institution Ish& inviolable and law
enforcement officers shall not be permitted to em&hout the consent of the



competent official of the institution, except inseaof a threat to public safety, life,
physical integrity of a person, public health coperty.

The right to higher education
Article 8

The right to higher education shall have all pessavho have completed their
secondary education irrespective of the race, cplgender, sexual orientation,
ethnicity, national origin or social backgroundndaage, religion, political or any
other opinion, birth, existence of a sense or margrhandicap or property.

Exceptionally, under the conditions laid down imetStatute of a higher
education institution, a person not having a seapneéducation shall be entitled to
higher education if he/she applies for a prograrofretudy in the arts.

The higher education institution shall establislgccordance with the law, the
requirements to be fulfilled in screening and sihgcsuccessful applicants (academic
achievement in previous education, type of edunagpieviously completed, special
knowledge, skills or aptitude, etc.).

[I. QUALITY ASSURANCE IN HIGHER EDUCATION
National Council for Higher Education
Article 9

The National Council for Higher Education (herdian referred to as the
National Council) shall be established to ensuee dbvelopment and promotion of
the quality of higher education.

Membership of the National Council
Article 10

The National Council shall be made up of 16 membevho shall be
appointed by the National Assembly of the Repubti&erbia (hereinafter referred to
as the National Assembly), namely:

1) ten members shall be appointed from among fuifgssors, top
scholars and scientists and/or artists with intionally recognized
works or who have considerably contributed to meticculture, while
duly taking into account corresponding represemtaf individual
fields of science and/or arts, at the recommendaifdhe Conference
of Universities;

2) two members shall be appointed from among psofssfrom the field
of professional career studies, at the recommemdawf the
Conference of Academies of Professional Careeri&tud

3) four members shall be appointed from among pmenti scientists or
scholars, cultural figures, educators, artists wsitessmen, three of
them at the proposal of the Government of the Rigpud§ Serbia
(hereinafter referred to as the Government). Onthein shall be the
representative of Kosovo and Metohija from the @nsity in Pristina



based in Kosovska Mitrovica, and another shall ppomted at the
proposal of the competent body of the AutonomousviRce of
Vojvodina.

The Conference of Universities and/or the Confezeraf Academies of
Professional Career Studies shall announce a paoalido nominate candidates for
membership of the National Council.

Nominations shall be submitted within 20 days friv@ date of the announcement
of the public call.

A list of nominated candidates shall be made pubdithin 10 days from the
expiry of the deadline for nominations.

Comments and suggestions concerning nominees magulimitted within 30
days following the date on which the list there@swnade available to the public.

The Conference of Universities and/or the Confezeraf Academies of
Professional Career Studies shall submit the fisatontaining a maximum of 15 or
a minimum of three candidates to the National Addgrwithin 30 days after the
expiration of the deadline for the submission ofmarents and suggestions, taking
into account the number of students and the nunobeuwniversity teachers and
associates.

The Government shall submit to the National Assgrttié proposal referred to in
paragraph 1, subparagraph 3) of this Article witBh days from the date of the
announcement of the public calls referred to irageaph 2 of this Article.

A person elected, designated or appointed to aneofi a government body, a
body of territorial self-rule or local self-govemae, a body of a political party or to
the post of the executive officer of a higher edierainstitution may not serve as a
member of the National Council.

The term of office of a member of the National Calshall be four years. The
same person may serve as a member of the Natiaualof only twice.

The National Assembly shall deselect a member efNhational Council before
the end of his/her term:

1) at his/her own request;

2) if he/she fails to perform the duties of a membfethe National Council or if
his misconduct harms the reputation of the offiae,the request of the
nominating Conference of Universities or the Comfiee of Academies of
Professional Career Studies, the Government atitéorompetent body of the
Autonomous Province of Vojvodina — in respect ohmbers nominated by it;

3) in the event of a circumstance referred to in paaly 8 of this Article.

The National Council shall elect its President framong its members.

National Council members shall be entitled to a ueenation, the amount of
which shall be determined by the National Assemlay,the proposal of the
appropriate committee of the National Assembly.

Competencies of the National Council
Article 11
The National Council shall:

1) oversee the development of higher educationi@ndonformity to European
and international standards;



2) recommend to the Ministry responsible for higheducation affairs
(hereinafter referred to as the Ministry) polictescerning higher education;

3) provide advice on the policy of admission ton@geducation institutions;

4) offer advice in the process of adoption of tbgidlation governing matters of
relevance to higher education activities;

5) make recommendations to the Government regardi@geral rules and
standards for the work of higher education insbng, as well as financial
resources for their implementation, upon receiviagvice from the
Conference of Universities and the Conference addémies of Professional
Career Studies;

6) identify scientific, artistic and/or professiofiields of activity as stipulated in
Article 27 of this Law, at the recommendation ofe til€onference of
Universities and the Conference of Academies ofd3syonal Career Studies;

7) set standards for internal assessment and yuealialuation of higher
education institutions;

8) set standards and the procedure for externabegg of the quality of higher
education institutions;

9) establish standards for the issuance of workper

10) establish standards and the procedure for ditatien of higher education
institutions;

11) establish standards and the procedure for ditatien of study programmes;

12)decide in the second instance on appeals riegarthe procedure of
accreditation;

13) make recommendations on more specific conditretative to the election to
the teaching positions;

14) compile a list of professional, academic andrgdic qualifications indicating
the degree at a given level of study in a giveldfed abbreviations for these
professional, academic and scientific qualificasion

15) carry out other tasks in accordance with the la

Legal acts referred to in subparagraphs 6) to ht) subparagraph 14) of this
Article shall be published in the Official Jourmdithe Republic of Serbia.

Work of the National Council
Article 12

The work of the National Council shall be public.

For the purposes of its work the National Counalynset up special working
bodies.

Resources for the work of the National Council @adavorking bodies shall be
provided through the budget of the Republic.

Professional, administrative-technical and infoliorat services for the
National Council and its working bodies shall bevpded by the Ministry.

The National Council shall submit to the NationadsA&mbly a report on its
work at least once a year.

The National Council shall adopt its rules of prhaes.



Accreditation and Quality Evaluation Commission
Article 13

For the purpose of carrying out the tasks relatmgaccreditation, quality
evaluation of higher education institutions andtsitihereof and evaluation of study
programmes, the National Council shall establigearate working body called the
Accreditation and Quality Evaluation Commission r@eafter referred to as the
Commission).

The Commission shall consist of 15 members, thmeambers from each
particular educational-scientific and/or educatlesndistic field from various areas, as
provided for in Article 27 of this Law.

Commission members shall be elected by the NdtiGoancil from among
renowned full professors, scientists and scholadists and experts, at the
recommendation of the Conference of Universities.

In the process of formulating the recommendat®set out in paragraph 3 of
this Article, the Conference of Universities shralike a public call for the submission
of candidacies for membership of the Commission.

Candidates shall submit their candidatures wifttirdays from the date of the
announcement of the public call.

A list of nominated candidates shall be made abél to the public within a
period of eight days from the expiry of the deaglliar the submission of candidacies.

Comments and suggestions relating to the candidpteposed may be
forwarded within thirty days from the date of makipublic the list of proposed
candidates.

Upon considering the comments and suggestiongeeféo in paragraph 7 of
this Article, the Conference of Universities shalhsolidate its proposal containing a
maximum of five candidates from each educationedrdgdic and educational-artistic
field from various areas. It shall submit the cditsted proposal to the National
Council within 15 days from the date of the expmatof the period referred to in
paragraph 7 above, taking into account these consnagal suggestions.

The National Council shall elect members of then@uossion within thirty
days from the date of receipt of the proposal retéto in paragraph 8 of this Article.

A person elected, designated or appointed to fateah a government body, a
body of territorial self-rule or local self-govemee, a body of a political party or to
the post of the executive officer of a higher ediocainstitution shall not be eligible
as a Commission member.

The term of office of a Commission member shallftner years. The same
person may be eligible for reelection only once.

The National Council shall deselect a Commissi@mimer before the end of
his/her term of office:

1) at his/her own request;

2) if he/she fails to perform his/her duties in then@wission conscientiously
or if his/her misconduct harms the reputation @& tluties, provided that
the Conference of Universities has so requestediaodmented;

3) in the event of a circumstance referred to in paaly 10 of this Article.

The Commission shall deliberate and take decisiahgts meetings in
accordance with the Rules of Procedure adoptet by i

The Commission shall elect its President from amtsmembers.



The Commission shall report to the National Counailits activities at least
once a year and the Council shall publicise itdifigs.

The Commission’s work shall be funded from the pemts of accreditation
charges held in a separate bank sub-account st tipese purposes. The National
Council shall determine the amount of the accréditacharge with the approval of
the Government.

Commission members shall be entitled to a remuioeraghe amount of which
shall be determined by the National Assembly, at pnoposal of the appropriate
committee of the National Assembly.

Competencies and work of the Commission
Article 14

The Commission shall:

1) recommend to the National Council standards eonieg issuance of work

permits;

2) recommend to the National Council standards gmdcedure for

accreditation of higher education institutions;

3) recommend to the National Council standards gmdcedure for

accreditation of study programmes;

4) recommend to the National Council standards eonicg internal

assessment and quality evaluation of higher edutatstitutions;

5) recommend to the National Council standards @modedure for external

appraisal of the quality of higher education ingidns;

6) assist and cooperate with higher educatiorntuisins and units thereof in

assuring and promoting their quality;

7) carry through accreditation procedure for ingitins and study programmes

in the field of higher education, and decide onapplication for accreditation

and issue a certificate of accreditation on a fdmncontent of which shall be
determined by it;

8) see to it that accreditation standards andgohaies are conformed to those

of the European Higher Education Area;

9) give advice on work permit issuance procedure;

10) carry out other tasks as set out in the legtloa the setting up of the

Commission.

For the purpose of conducting procedures referredint paragraph 1,
subparagraphs 7) and 9) of this Article, the Corsiais shall establish teams of
experts and appoint their members (hereinafternedeto as reviewers). They shall
examine individual requests for conducting procedueferred to above. Their work
shall be financed in the same way as that of thar@igsion.

The Commission shall appoint reviewers upon theoancement of a public
call and they shall be selected from among intenally recognized national and
foreign university professors, scientists and satsplartists or experts. In the case of a
study programme of a specific national characeriewers shall be appointed from
among recognized national university professorgnsists and scholars, artists or
experts.

A reviewer shall report back to the Commission witkixty days from the
date of receipt of a request from the Commission.



The Commission shall submit to the National Couitsilfinal report. The
report shall be made available to the public.

The Commission shall make sure that the informa#isrto which reviewer
has received the request referred to in paragraghhis Article be protected.

Reviewers shall be remunerated in accordance Wwehegal act adopted by
the National Council.

For the purpose of conducting procedures referredint paragraph 1,
subparagraphs 7) and 9) of this Article, the Corsimis may use the expertise of
international organizations or associations speedl for higher education quality
assurance, in accordance with the legal act addptélde National Council.

Quiality assurance for higher education institutions
Article 15

An independent higher education institution orighlar education unit thereof
shall, by its Statute or a general legal act, debodies and procedures concerning
overseeing, assurance, promotion and developmentthef quality of study
programmes, teaching and working conditions.

Review of compliance with the quality assuranceligations by an
independent higher education institution or a uh#éreof shall be carried out in
accordance with the regulations adopted by the $@niresponsible for higher
education (hereinafter referred to as the Ministdrthe proposal of the National
Council.

Quality review procedure shall also include theseasment of study
programmes made by students.

The Commission shall review compliance with thealijy assurance
obligations by an independent higher educationtirigin or a unit thereof according
to an annual plan of activities, upon a specifideorof the National Council, at the
request of an independent higher education ingtitudr that of the Minister.

The submitters of the request for review of coanpde with the quality
assurance obligations by an independent higheragidacinstitution or a unit thereof
must not repeatedly submit such a request fordheeshigher education institution or
a unit thereof within a period of one year.

The Commission shall report on compliance with tpeality assurance
obligations by a given independent higher educatistitution or a unit thereof to the
National Council, the Minister and to the indepartdeigher education institution
itself.

The independent higher education institution refito in paragraph 6 of this
Article may submit its comments on the quality esvireport to the National Council
within a 15 days from the date of the receipt ef thport.

The National Council shall forward the report ¢fetCommission to the
Conference of Universities and the Students’ Camfee of Universities and/or the
Conference of Academies of Professional Career i&udnd the Students’
Conference of Academies of Professional Careerné&iud

The National Council shall make its own assessmantwhether the
independent higher education institution concemred unit thereof complies with its
quality assurance obligations on the basis of dpont of the Commission and shall
forward it to the independent higher education itagsbn concerned and to the
Minister.



The outcome of the review of compliance with giadéissurance obligations
by an independent higher education institutionldtelpublicized, in accordance with
the legal act adopted by the National Council.

Accreditation
Article 16

Accreditation shall establish that a given higkducation institution and its
study programmes comply with the standards asigenadArticle 11, subparagraphs
10) and 11) of this Law and that the higher edocainstitution is entitled to issue
public documents in accordance with the present. Law

Accreditation procedure for a higher educatioriitugon shall also establish
whether the institution concerned also meets ap@i@pconditions as provided for in
Articles 33 to 37 of this Law.

Accreditation procedures for academic degree andfoctoral degree
programmes of study shall also ascertain whetheditons for conducting scientific
research and/or artistic work have been fulfilleslyequired by the law.

Accreditation procedure shall be carried out atrguest of the Ministry, the
founder and/or the relevant higher education wuistit itself.

In an accreditation procedure the Commission shall

1) issue a certificate of accreditation for a givhaigher education
institution or a study programme;

2) send to the higher education institution conedra written warning,
pointing to the shortcomings in respect of comm@anwith the
conditions, quality assurance of work or study paogme of the
higher education institution concerned, giving iperiod of time to
eliminate these shortcomings, and finally decide dbplication upon
the expiry of this period;

3) reject the application for accreditation by atten decision.

In making a decision on accreditation, the Comrissshall take into
consideration the outcomes of quality evaluatioferred to in Article 15 and the
outcomes of internal assessment referred to irclerfi7 of this Law.

In case the Commission makes a decision to decheeapplication for
accreditation, the founder or the higher educatrmtitution concerned may appeal
against it to the National Council within 30 daysnh the date of the receipt of the
decision.

A decision of the National Council on appeal reddrto in paragraph 7 of this
Article may not be subject to an administrativepdie.

The founder or the higher education institutioreredd to in paragraph 7 of
this Article shall have the right to reapply forcesditation after a period of one year
from the date of the adoption of the decision degyhe application for accreditation.

Internal assessment

Article 17



A higher education institution shall conduct a pmaare for internal
assessment and quality evaluation of its study rarogies, courses and working
conditions.

Internal assessment shall be made in the manneraandrding to the
procedure established by the general act adoptateébhigher education institution
concerned.

Internal assessment shall be carried out at ineofadhree years at the most.

Internal assessment procedure shall also includgssessment by students.

The higher education institution shall, at the esjuof the Commission,
submit information on the procedure and outcomemteinal assessment and other
information of relevance for quality evaluation.

Conference of Universities
Article 18

A Conference of Universities shall be established the purpose of
coordination of work, formulation of common polisjeealisation of shared interests
and carrying out of tasks defined by the law.

All accredited universities shall form the Confererof Universities.

The Statute of the Conference shall regulate orgéional arrangements and
deliberation of the Conference.

A university shall be represented on the Conferdxyciés rector.

Universities referred to in paragraph 2 of thiside shall have the right to
delegate an extra representative each to the Gorderof Universities for every 1,000
teachers and associate teachers and to delegagtranrepresentative each to the
Conference of Universities for every 5,000 students

Competencies of the Conference of Universities
Article 19

The Conference of Universities shall:

1) address matters of common interest for the promaifceducational-scientific
and/or educational-artistic activities at univeest

2) harmonise views and coordinate activities amongarsities, especially with
regard to admission policies;

3) offer advice on standards for quality evaluatiomarning educational,
scientific-research, artistic and professional work

4) recommend a list of professional, academic anchstietitles in appropriate
fields and abbreviations for these titles;

5) recommend measures designed to improve the firlargitaation of
universities and student living standards;

6) address other matters of common interest to untiegsin accordance with
this Law.

Conference of Academies of Professional Career Sties

Article 20



A Conference of Academies of Professional Careandi& shall be
established for the purpose of coordination of wéskmulation of common policies,
realization of shared interests and carrying ouasks defined by the law.

Accredited academies of professional career stuahesfour-year colleges of
professional careers shall form the Conference add&émies of Professional Career
Studies.

The Statute of the Conference shall regulate igmm@zational arrangements
and work.

The President or the Head of an academy of prafesktcareer studies and/or
a four-year college of professional careers slegltesent them on the Conference.

Competencies of the Conference of Academies of
Professional Career Studies

Article 21

The Conference of Academies of Professional C&8aetdies shall:

1) address matters of common interest for the ptimmaf educational-
professional and/or educational-artistic activitra¢hin the courses of
professional career studies;

2) harmonize views and coordinate activities amagpdemies of
professional career studies and four-year collegegrofessional
careers, especially with regard to admission psagici

3) provide advice on standards concerning qualisaluation of
educational, research, artistic and professionakwo

4) recommend a list of professional titles in amoiate fields and
abbreviations for these titles;

5) recommend measures designed to improve thecimasituation of

academies of professional career studies or foar-ymlleges of
professional careers and student living standards;

6) address other matters of common interest toeswess$ of professional
career studies and four-year colleges of professiarareers, as
provided for under this Law.

Student Conferences
Article 22

A Student Conference of Universities and a Stu@mtference of Academies
of Professional Career Studies shall be establismg@airsue the common interests of
students as partners in the process of higher &doca

The Student Conference of Universities shall bemtsed of representatives
of students’ parliaments of universities.

The Student Conference of Academies of ProfessiOaeder Studies shall be
comprised of representatives of students’ parlidmen academies of professional
career studies.

The Statute of the relevant Conference shall regularganizational
arrangements and work of the Conferences refeor@dgaragraph 1 of this Article.



Two representatives designated by the Student @Gaordes may take part,
without the right to vote, in the work of the Nata Council in respect of matters
referred to in Article 11, subparagraphs 7), 8),dfid 11) of this Law.

Student Conferences shall have the right to exphesis opinion on matters
referred to in Article 11, subparagraph 6) of thasv.

The Ministry
Article 23

The Ministry shall:

1) recommend higher education policies to the Gawent;

2) plan admission policy for students in respecstafiies offered by the
higher education institutions founded by the Rejublat the
recommendation of the National Council;

3) oversee the development of higher education;

4) issue work permits to higher education instins;

5) determine the content of diplomas and of thdddiya Supplement;

6) allocate financial resources provided througle thudget of the
Republic earmarked for higher education institugi@md control their
use;

7 carry out administrative supervision;

8) ensure integration of higher education insuiusi into the process of
recognition of qualifications of higher education the European
region;

9) perform other functions, in accordance with lthve.

[ll. STUDIES AND STUDY PROGRAMMES
Programme of study
Article 24

A programme of study shall mean a set of compulaod optional subjects or
academic fields, including an outline content tbérd’he mastering thereof shall
ensure the gaining of necessary knowledge andsstallearn a degree or to be
awarded a diploma of an appropriate level and bffsudy.

Types and levels of study
Article 25

Higher education activities shall be carried obtough academic and
professional career courses based on the approveldora accredited study
programmes for acquiring higher education.

Academic courses shall be shaped according toeagadstudy programmes
equipping students to develop and apply scientificofessional and artistic
achievements.



Professional career courses shall be streamlimedrding to professional
career study programmes equipping students to affyknowledge and skills
necessary to participate in the work process.

First level studies or courses shall include:

1) basic academic courses; and

2) basic professional career courses.

Second level studies or courses shall include:

1) diploma academic courses for a master’s degree;
2) specialist professional career courses;

3) specialist academic studies.

Third level courses shall include doctoral acaderniarses.
Study programme for acquiring a combined diploma
Article 26

A study programme for acquiring a combined diplamnalegree shall mean a
study programme organized and implemented by skeligtaer education institutions
having a work permit for the relevant study prognaen

The study programme referred to in paragraph 1haf Article may be
implemented as and when adopted by the competatied@f higher education
institutions organizing it.

Educational-scientific and educational-artistic fidds
Article 27

Study programmes shall be carried out in one oremuf the following
educational-scientific and/or educational-arti§edds:

1) natural sciences and mathematics;

2) social studies and the humanities;

3) medical science;

4) engineering and chemical engineering; and
5) arts.

Appropriate scientific, artistic and profession&lds referred to in paragraph
1 of this Article shall be defined by the Natio@duncil upon recommendation from
the Conference of Universities and the Conferenfcédaademies of Professional
Career Studies.

Content of a study programme
Article 28

A study programme shall establish:
1) name and objectives of the study programme,;

2) type of study and outcome of the learning preces
3) professional, academic and/or scientific title;
4) conditions for admission to the programme;

5) a list of compulsory and optional fields of sfumr subjects, including
an outline content;



6) the manner of conducting studies and the peobtime needed to
realize individual forms of studies;

7) credits to be earned within each subject expesgcording to the
European Credit Transfer System (hereinafter refeto as ECTS
credits);

8) credits awarded for the final paper relating basic, specialist or
diploma academic studies or courses and/or forctodal dissertation,
expressed as the ECTS credits;

9) criteria for admission to study individual sutigg or groups of
subjects;

10)  manner of choosing subjects belonging to ashety programmes;

11) conditions for transfer from other study prograes within the same
or related academic fields;

12) other matters of relevance for the implemeotatof the study
programme.

Scope of studies
Article 29

Each subject within a study programme shall recavcertain number of
ECTS credits, whereas the scope of studies as Bewhall be expressed by aggregate
ECTS credits.

A total of 60 ECTS credits shall correspond tcaarrage of 40 hours put in
per student during the workweek in an academic.year

Overall activities of a student shall include weetiinstruction (lectures,
exercises, practicum, seminars, etc.), independeotk, preliminary exams
(colloquia), exams, writing of final papers, volant work in a local community and
other forms of involvement.

Voluntary work shall mean work of a student withoemuneration, organized
by the higher education institution in respect adjgcts of importance to the local
community and evaluated within the system of higkdrcation.

Conditions, manner of organization and evaluatibmotuntary work shall be
determined by the higher education institutiontsygeneral legal act.

The total number of hours of active core courseyg n@ be lower than 600
hours per academic year.

Specialist professional career courses shall heted at least 60 ECTS
credits.

Specialist academic courses shall be allottedeastl 60 ECTS credits if

Master’s degree courses shall be given:

1) 60 ECTS credits at least, if the prior core &raid courses earned a total of

240 ECTS credits;

2) 120 ECTS credits at least, if the prior coredaraic courses earned a total

of 180 ECTS credits.

Doctoral degree studies shall be given:

1) 180 ECTS credits at least, with a compulsoryipres total of at least 300

ECTS credits earned through the core academic astens degree courses.



Some academic study programmes may be integratetbre or master’'s
degree study courses.

Academic study programmes in the field of mediaim&y be integrated into
core or master's degree courses with an overatigasf no more than 360 ECTS
credits.

Final paper and dissertation
Article 30

The study programme of core and specialist courssg provide for writing
of a final paper.

The study programme of a master’'s degree coumréintain the obligation
of writing a final paper.

A doctoral dissertation shall be the concluding p&athe study programme of
a doctoral degree course, except for a doctorathanarts that shall be an artistic
project.

Exceptionally, a graduate of medicine who has deted an internship may
acquire a doctorate in medical science if his/hgsadtation has been defended on the
basis of papers published in top internationalnais.

The number of credits given for the final paperfioal part of the study
programme shall be included in the total numbecretlits necessary for completion
of studies.

The general act of a higher education institutiballsdefine the manner and
procedure for the preparation and defense of tied fiaper or dissertation.

Transfer of ECTS credits
Article 31

ECTS credits may be transferred between variawdygirogrammes.

Criteria and conditions for the transfer of ECTr8dits shall be laid down in
the general act of an independent higher educatistitution or in an agreement
reached between higher education institutions.

V. INSTITUTIONS CARRYING OUT HIGHER EDUCATION ACTI VITIES
Higher education institutions

Article 32

Higher education activities shall be carried oyt the following higher
education institutions:

1) universities;
2) faculties or academies of arts within univeesiti
3) academies of professional career studies;

4) four-year colleges;
5) four-year colleges of professional career studie



Universities, academies of professional careeriasydour-year colleges and
four-year colleges of professional career studmedl §e independent higher education
institutions.

Only a higher education institution duly furnishedh a work permit shall be
allowed to act in the legal capacity of an insigatreferred to in paragraph 1 above,
in accordance with this Law.

A higher education institution shall carry out iiggher education activities
where its seat is located.

A higher education institution may hold distancearfeng courses, in
accordance with its work permit.

Within the framework of higher education activities higher education
institution shall pursue scientific-research, dreaartistic, expert and consulting and
publishing activities, and may engage in other véictgs commercializing the
outcomes of scientific, research and artistic wprkyided that these activities do not
adversely affect the quality of courses.

An independent higher education institution mayvjge dormitories and
meals for students in accordance with the law Mg student collective
accommodations and canteens.

Public services regulations shall be applicablettie establishment and
operation of higher education institutions unlesgeowise provided for by this Law.

No political parties or religious organizations atkebir activities shall be
allowed in a higher education institution.

University
Article 33

A university shall mean an independent higher etlutcanstitution that in
carrying out its activities combines educationatl acientific-research, professional
and/or artistic work constituting the componentga aingle higher education process.

A university may have all types and levels of stadurses.

An institution of higher education shall have thatgs of a university if its
academic study programmes imply all levels of stoolyrses at least in three areas or
fields enumerated in Article 27 of this Law.

Exceptionally, a university may be establishedhie field of the arts if it has
all the three levels of study courses in at |dastd areas of art.

Faculty and Academy of Arts
Article 34

A faculty or an academy of arts shall mean a higltercation institution or a
higher education unit thereof within a universitariying out academic study
programmes and developing scientific-research,egsdbnal and/or artistic work in
one or more areas.

A faculty or an academy of arts may also carry mofessional career study
programmes.

In legal matters, a faculty and/or an academy tf stall act under the name
of the university whose part it is or under its omame, as stipulated in the Statute of
the university.



Academy of professional career studies
Article 35

An academy of professional career studies shallnnagaindependent higher
education institution that in carrying out its attes combines educational, research,
professional and artistic work as components afgle higher education process.

An academy of professional career studies may asiclprofessional career
courses and specialist professional career courses.

A higher education institution shall have the <awf an academy of
professional career studies if it has at least ficeredited study programmes for
professional career studies in at least threedigd€erred to in Article 27 above.

Four-year college
Article 36

A four-year college shall mean an independent migttRication institution
that has basic academic, specialist and mastegiedecourses in one or more areas
referred to in Article 27 above.

Four-year college of professional careers
Article 37

A four-year college of professional careers shabman independent higher
education institution that has basic professiorakeer and specialist professional
career courses in one or more areas referred iol&&7 of the present Law.

Research institutes and other scientific researchstitutions
Article 38

For the purpose of promoting scientific researchuraversity may have
research institutes and other scientific researstitutions attached to it.

An institute or other scientific research institutireferred to in paragraph 1 of
this Article may host part of the accredited stgpaggrammes for a master’'s degree
and/or doctorate courses at the university.

Property
Article 39

Immovable property and other resources pexvitdy the Republic for the
purpose of the establishment and work of a higltercation institution shall be
owned by the State.

The immovable property referred to in parpbra of this Article may not be
disposed of without the consent of the founder.



The immovable property and other resourcésned to in paragraph 1 above
may be used only for the purpose of performingattevities as set out in this Law.

The immovable and other property acquiredugh bequest or donation shall
be owned by the acquiring institution of higher eation.

A higher education institution shall be independant running the
endowments, foundations or trust funds entrustet] ito accordance with the law.

Founding
Article 40

An independent higher education institutionyrba founded by the Republic
or by a legal entity or a natural person, in acaaog# with the law.

Where the Republic is the founder of a higkducation institution, the
Government shall take the decision on the foundatio

Higher education institutions for the carrying ofitstudy programmes for the
purposes of police education shall be founded by@hvernment, in accordance with
the conditions provided for by this Law.

Higher education institutions referred to in paegdr 3 of this Article may
operate within a university, in accordance with pecsal agreement between the
university and the Government.

On the basis of the agreement between the uniyeasd/or an academy of
professional career studies, on the one hand,len@Government on the other, at the
proposal of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, a sp@ study programme may be
designed for the purposes of police education withiuniversity or an academy of
professional career studies.

On the basis of the agreement between the uniyeasi/or an academy of
professional career studies and a higher educatsiitution referred to in paragraph
3 of this Article, a study programme may be set with the approval of the
Government, for acquiring a combined diploma.

At the proposal of the Ministry of Internal Affajrshe Government shall
determine in more detail the conditions and marofermplementation of study
programmes referred to in paragraphs 5 an6 ofAHisle. It shall also regulate the
position of teachers and students with regard & dpecific features related to the
objectives and nature of police education.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs shall perform tredministrative supervision
of the work of higher education institutions reéstrto in paragraph 3 of this Article
and of the implementation of study programmes reteto in paragraphs 5 and 6 of
this Article.

Work permit
Article 41

A higher education institution may beginatgivities upon the issuance of the
work permit.

The Ministry shall issue the work permit laé trequest of a higher education
institution.

A higher education institution shall enclo&e the request referred to in
paragraph 2 of this Article also the founding actl roof that conditions for the



issuance of the work permit and for the accreditatf study programmes have been
met.
The Ministry shall refer the request and #lteompanying documents to the
Commission for advice within thirty days from thatel of the receipt thereof.
The Commission shall give advice on the retjugthin three months from the
date of its receipt.
The Ministry shall decide on the request witiirty days from the date of the
expiration of the period referred to in paragrapsf ghis Article.
The Ministry shall issue a work permit to thejuesting higher education
institution if the Commission has given positiveriag on:
1) the content, quality and scope of study prograsmtaught at academic
and/or professional career courses;
2) the required number of teaching and other stath appropriate
scientific and professional qualifications;
3) availability of appropriate facilities and eqoipnt corresponding to
the number of students to be admitted by the higbducation
institution and the required quality of studies.

The required number of teaching staff refetcesh paragraph 7, subparagraph
2) of this Article shall be at least 70 per centh# teaching staff contracted full-time
in respect of all the subjects taught within treriework of the study programme for
which the work permit is sought.

An exception shall be study programmes infigsld of arts where this number
may not be below 50 per cent.

The Academies of professional career studies four-year colleges of
professional careers, except those in the fieldrts, shall make sure that at least 50
per cent of the total number of the teaching $tafall years of study within the study
programme for which the work permit is sought, shalre a doctorate.

External review of higher education activitefsa higher education institution
shall be undertaken in each academic year duringhwtine study programme is
implemented for the first time.

The work permit shall specify the approved studygpammes, the number of
students to attend the programme, the number o6fifiogé teaching staff and the
facilities where the activities are to take place.

The work permit shall also specify whether #pproved programme of study
shall include distance learning study courses al$ agethe maximum number of
students to follow such courses.

The work permit shall indicate whether the leigheducation institution
concerned has been allowed to operate outsideats s

A decision to refuse the request for the issaaf a work permit shall be final
in the administrative procedure.

The Minister shall prescribe the contents efwork permit.

A higher education institution for the foungiof which resources are not
provided from the budget of the Republic shall sarpghe request referred to in
paragraph 2 of this Article with a bank guaranfé®e bank guarantee shall guarantee
continuation and completion of studies in case itfstitution concerned ceases its
activities or a given study programme is terminaaad shall be commensurate with
the planned number of students.



Amendments to and revocation of the work permit
Article 42

The higher education institution having a work piershall apply for its
amendment in order to include a new study programme

Amendments to the already approved and/or accreditedy programme,
made by the higher education institution to adaj the organization of work and to
the achievements in science and arts shall nobbgidered a new study programme.

The work permit of a higher education institutiomatt has been denied
accreditation shall be valid for another periocdoé year, but it shall not be allowed
to admit students.

The work permit of the higher education instituti@fierred to in paragraph 3
of this Article shall be revoked after a periodooie year.

The higher education institution shall also hawework permit revoked in
case it is banned from offering courses, in acawrdavith the law.

The work permit of a higher education institutidmatt has been refused
accreditation for a particular study programme Ishalvalid for one more year for
that study programme but it shall not be allowe@dmit new students to that study
programme.

The work permit of a higher education instituti@ferred to in paragraph 6 of
this Article that has not received accreditation fiee requested study programme
within the specified period of time shall be altkre

The decision to deny a request for amending thek ywermit or the decision
on amending or revoking it shall be final in theracistrative procedure.

In case a higher education institution is closedrm due to revocation of the
work permit or for any other reason the Ministealshat the recommendation of the
National Council, adopt an act ensuring complebbstudies for the students of the
higher education institution concerned.

Change of name, seat and status
Article 43

An independent higher education institution mayrge its name, seat or
status, in accordance with the law.

For independent higher education institutionsldisiaed by the Republic, the
Government shall decide on changes referred tanagsaph 1 of this Article.

In the process of adopting decision referred tparmagraph 2 of this Article,
the opinion shall be obtained from the administeatbodies of all the higher
education institutions affected by the change at agethe consent of the National
Council.

In the case of changes referred to in paragraphthis Article, a procedure
shall be initiated for the issuance of a new wagknt.

Register

Article 44



The Ministry shall keep records (hereinafter nefdrto as the register) of:

1) higher education institutions;
2) study programmes; and
3) teachers, associates and other employees.

The register shall also contain other informatietevant to the development
of the higher education system and its integratiorthe European area of higher
education.

The Minister shall determine the contents and thenmer of keeping the
register.

Closure
Article 45

An institution shall be closed down under the ctinds and according to the
procedure laid down by the law.

The Government shall decide on the closure of adrigducation institution
established by the Repubilic.

The decision referred to in paragraph 2 of thisicketshall be made upon
receiving advice from the administrative body o thigher education institution and
the approval of the National Council.

The decision referred to in paragraph 2 of thisicketshall determine the
higher education institutions in which studentslidba allowed to continue the studies
they have started.

The Statute
Article 46

The Statute shall be the basic general act aflaehieducation institution
relating to the organization of the institution, mar of work, administration and
management as well as other matters of relevarnceafoying out the activities and
work of the higher education institution, in accamde with the law.

Organization of a higher education institution
Article 47

The Statute shall regulate the organization oighdr education institution in
accordance with its Founding Act and this Law.

An independent higher education institution sksilablish higher education
units as forms of its internal organization, in@cdance with the Statute.

The Founding Act of a higher education unit stddtermine its status in
respect of the right to act in legal transactiond aperations, disposal of material
resources, administration and decision-making, simall regulate other matters of
importance for the work of the higher educatiort.uni

An academy of professional career studies shafipcize departments and
sections set up to implement study programmes markd disciplines, engage in
research and artistic work, as well as in orders® resources more effectively.



A university shall comprise faculties, academidsads and other higher
education units set up to carry out study prograsmmeindred disciplines, scientific
research and artistic work, as well as in orders® resources more effectively.

A university may include faculties, academies ofs aand other higher
education units with the capacity of a legal entity

A faculty and/or an academy of arts shall havectdygacity of a legal entity if
it implements at least three approved and/or adecdtudy programmes.

The decision on the status change, the chandeafame and seat of a higher
education unit within a university having the capaof a legal entity shall be
brought by the university administrative body biyva-third majority.

A higher education institution may establish aheigeducation unit without
the capacity of a legal entity, outside its seafa iprocedure referred to in Article 16
of the present Law.

A faculty and/or an academy of arts as well asothigher education units
having the capacity of a legal entity shall regeléteir internal organization and
governance by their Statute, in accordance wittSthéute of the university.

The university shall grant approval for the Statat an appertaining higher
education unit.

Integrative function of the university and other independent
higher education institutions

Article 48

The Statute of a higher education institution, Bmainding Act of a higher
education unit and general acts of a higher educatnit shall determine the powers
and the manner of governance that shall assureedrahd coordinated activities of
the higher education institution.

The university shall integrate the functions dfthé institutions and units that
it comprises, particularly the faculties, by contiug unified policies aimed at
continual promotion of the quality of courses amgbiovement of scientific research
and artistic creativity.

To achieve the objectives referred to in paragr@plof this Article, a
university and/or an academy of professional camgadies shall have specific
competencies in the following fields:

1) establishment of unified standards of work of depants and services

and unified standards for creating data based ahds;

2) strategic planning;

3) adoption of study programmes;

4) quality assurance and control;

5) enrolment policy;

6) election of teachers;

7) issuance of diplomas and supplement diplomas;
8) international cooperation;
9) investment planning;

10) employment policy planning and the hiring of teashend associates;
11) establishment and development of a unified inforomesystem;
12) lifelong learning.



A higher education unit shall have the right to makoposals relating to
matters referred to in paragraph 3 of this Articilethe manner regulated by the
Statute of the university.

V. SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH AND ARTISTIC WORK
Article 49

A university shall engage in scientific researnl artistic work with a view to
the development of science and creativity; pronmmotd higher education activities
and/or quality of teaching; training junior resders and artists; initiation of students
into scientific research and/or artistic work, @hd creation of material conditions for
its work and development.

Scientific work at the university shall be carrieat through basic, applied and
development research, whereas artistic work shallcérried out through artistic
projects.

Scientific research and/or artistic work shalldaeried out and organized in
accordance with the law and the general act ointgution concerned.

In order to market the outcomes of scientific aesk or artistic work, the
university and/or any other higher education iofth may found a technology
transfer center, an innovation center, a businadsablogical park and other
organizational units, in accordance with the law.

VI. BODIES OF A HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTION
Bodies of a higher education institution
Article 50

The Statute of the higher education institutioallsbetermine its bodies, in
accordance with the law and the Founding Act.

A higher education institution shall have an adstrative body, an executive
officer, professional bodies and Students’ Parliaime

Administrative body
Article 51

The Council shall be the administrative body digher education institution.

The number of Council members shall be odd.

The Statute of the higher education institutioallstietermine the number and
the procedure of the selection and de-selectio@aincil members, the manner of
work and decision-making.

The term of office of the Council members shaltlree years.

A Council member may be a member of the admirtisgdody of only one
higher education institution.

Composition of the Council of a higher education istitution



Article 52

The number of Council members of a higher edunatastitution shall be at
least 17, in accordance with the Statute of thadrigducation institution concerned.

The Council of the higher education institutiofiereed to in paragraph 1 of
this Article shall comprise representatives ofitigitution, students and the founder.

The representatives of the higher education urgiit shall make up two
thirds of the total number of Council members neférto in paragraph 1 of this
Article, rounded off to the closest odd number. Téygresentatives of students and the
representatives of the founder shall be representibdan equal number of members
up to the full assembly.

When the Republic is the founder, the represemstof the founder shall be
nominated by the Government from among the prontipersonalities in the fields of
science, culture, education, arts and from busioestes.

The President of the Council shall be elected feomong the representatives
of the higher education institution.

A person employed in that higher education in8ttuor in a government
agency responsible for education and/or science moagerve as a Council member
referred to in paragraph 4 of this Article. The samapplicable to a person elected,
designated or appointed to a post in a governmaahy,ka body of territorial self-rule
or local self-governance; or a person electedidody of a political party.

Competencies of the Council
Article 53

The Council shall:

1) adopt the Statute at the proposal of the profeasioody;

2) select and de-select the executive officer;

3) adopt a financial plan at the proposal of the msifenal body;

4) adopt the report on the activities and the annarze sheet, at the
proposal of the professional body;

5) adopt the investment plan at the proposal of thépsional body;

6) grant approval for decisions in respect of the mgansent of the
property of the higher education institution;

7 grant approval for the distribution of financiaboeirces;

8) decide on the amount of the tuition fees at theppsal of the
professional body;

9) submit, at least once a year, a report on theiesuo the founder;

10) adopt a general legal act on disciplinary respalityilof students;

11) select an external auditor of the financial operatof the higher
education institution;

12) perform other duties in accordance with the law gedStatute.

The issues referred to in paragraph 1 of this Artghall be decided by a
majority of votes of the total number of Councilmigers.

The Statute of a higher education institution slealiablish the professional
body that shall determine the proposals referrad mragraph 1 of this Article.



For a university, the proposals referred to in geaph 1 of this Article shall
be determined by the Senate, and for a facultyoaralh academy of arts, by the
Teaching Staff Council and/or the Arts Academy Teag Staff Council.

Executive officers
Article 54

The executive officer of the university shall be tRector; of a faculty, the
Dean; of an academy of professional career studnesPresident; of a four-year
college or a four-year college of professional eastudies, the Head. The executive
officer shall be elected from among the teachers loigher education institution who
are employed full time and who have been electedafoindefinite period of time.
The executive officer shall be elected for a pexbdhree years with a possibility of
being re-elected for another period of three years.

The precise conditions, as well as the manner aocedure of selection and
de-selection, competencies and responsibility efatficers referred to in paragraph 1
of this Article, shall be regulated by the Statote higher education institution.

A person sentenced by a legally valid judgmenttf@ criminal offence of
sexual abuse, forgery of a public document issyed higher education institution or
for accepting a bribe while performing a functiana higher education institution
may not serve as an executive officer. The sarappticable to a person sentenced by
a legally valid judgment to a prison term for soatleer criminal offence, or a person
who has violated the code of professional ethics.

Professional bodies
Article 55

The professional body of a higher education institushall decide the issues
of interest for the realization of courses of stushentific, research and artistic work.

In discussing and/or deciding the issues relatedotoses quality assurance,
reform of study programmes, analysis of study éffeaess and the determination of
the number of ECTS credits, representatives ofestisdshall take part in professional
bodies and their organs.

Students shall account for up to 20 per cent oftibenbers of the professional
bodies referred to in paragraph 2 of this Artiahel dor 20 per cent of the members of
their organs.

The Senate shall be the professional body of theetsity, and the
professional body of a faculty and/or an academagrts, the Teaching Staff Council
and/or the Academy of Arts Teaching Staff Council.

The Statute of a university, a faculty and/or aadgeny of arts may provide
for other professional bodies.

The Statute of the higher education institutionlisteggulate the composition,
scope, the number of members, manner of electidrttaaterm of office, as well as
the manner of decision-making of professional bedef a higher education
institution.

The professional body of an independent higher ailut institution shall
adopt a Code of Professional Ethics. It shall distabhe ethical principles governing
higher education; publication of scientific resultattitude towards intellectual



property; relations between teachers and associatiesr employees and students;
acts of a higher education institution and teachassociates and students in legal
transactions, and in the attitude towards the pubid the media.

Students’ Parliament
Article 56

Students’ Parliament shall be the body of a higitkrcation institution and a
higher education unit that has an administrativéytend enrolled students.

The manner of election and the number of membeiStadents’ Parliament
shall be established by the general act of a higtiecation institution.

The right to elect and be elected members of Ststd@arliament shall have
all students of a higher education institution and higher education unit, enrolled in
the academic year in which Students’ Parliameatdsted.

Members of Students’ Parliament shall be electea feeriod of one year.

Members of Students’ Parliament shall be electeddayet and direct ballot in
April every year.

With a view to exercising the rights and protectthg interests of students,
Students’ Parliament shall select and de-seledesitis’ representatives in the bodies
of a higher education institution and/or a highgueation unit. It shall also select and
de-select students’ representatives in the bodiether institutions in which students
are represented, in accordance with the Statuteeghstitution.

VII. FINANCING OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS FOU NDED BY
THE REPUBLIC

Sources of finance
Article 57

A higher education institution shall acquire furidiscarrying out its activities
in accordance with the law and the Statute, froenfélowing sources:

1) funds provided by the founder;

2) tuition fees;

3) donations, gifts and endowments;

4) funds for financing scientific research, artistimgrofessional work;

5) projects and contracts related to the carrying afutourses of study,

research and consulting services;

6) remuneration for commercial and other services;

7) rights of the founder and contracts with third pas

8) other sources in accordance with the law.

A higher education institution shall independentignage the funds referred
to in paragraph 1 of this Article.

A higher education unit may acquire the funds reférto in paragraph 1 of
this Article in accordance with its Founding Actdanthe general act of the
independent higher education institution.

The funds referred to in paragraph 1 of this Aetishall be presented and
recorded in accordance with a unified budget digssion.



Funds provided by the founder
Article 58

A higher education institution founded by the Rdpushall acquire funds for
the implementation of approved and/or accreditadlystprogrammes within the
framework of its activities on the basis of a canotr concluded between the
independent higher education institution and thergBament upon obtaining prior
advice from the Ministry.

The funds for carrying out activities during an@eaic year shall be acquired
in accordance with the programme of work of a higiducation institution.

In carrying out its activities using the funds pomd by the founder, a higher
education institution within a university shall astlegal transactions in accordance
with the powers provided for by the Statute, inatsn name and on behalf of the
university.

The administrative body of a higher education tosbn referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article shall be responsiblethie competent Ministry for a
restricted and economical use of funds allocatewhfthe budget

The Government shall establish the norms and stdadz work of higher
education institutions referred to in paragraph this Article, at the recommendation
of the National Council and upon receiving adviagenf the Conference of
Universities and the Conference of Professionak@aGtudies. It shall also provide
material resources for their implementation, inahgdthe funds for the performance
of the functions of the university within the framerk of the study programmes
carried out in higher education institutions andsun

Acquisition of funds from the founder
Article 59

The founder shall provide funds to a higher edocainstitution for:

1) material expenditure, maintenance and investment;

2) employees’ wages and salaries, in accordance Wweéhlaw and the
collective agreement;

3) equipment;

4)  library book stocks;

5) carrying out scientific research and/or artisticrkycas a function of
teaching quality improvement;

6) employees’ advanced scientific and professionalitrg;

7)  training of junior teaching staff of sciencesl ant;

8)  work with talented students;

9) international cooperation;

10) sources of information and information system

11) publishing activity;

12) work of Students’ Parliament and extracutdcactivities of students;

13) funding of the equipment and conditions ftudges of students with
disability;

14) other purposes, in accordance with the law.



Own income
Article 60

The funds that a higher education institution and/diigher education unit
acquires, except the funds provided by the Repustiall make up the own income of
that higher education institution and/or unit. Téndgnds shall include tuition fees,
provision of services to third persons, gifts, dams, sponsorships and other sources
of fund acquisition.

The funds referred to in paragraph 1 of this Aetishall be disposed of by a
higher education institution and/or higher educatimit with the capacity of a legal
entity in accordance with the law and the generl & that higher education
institution and/or higher education unit.

The funds referred to in paragraph 1 of this Aetitiat a higher education unit
without the capacity of legal entity acquires thgbuts activities shall be disposed of
by that unit in accordance with the law and theegahact of the higher education
institution to which it belongs.

Higher education units within a university, whersmbsing of the funds
referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, shait an legal transactions in their own
name and on their own behalf, in accordance with [w, the Statute of the
University and their own Statute.

Higher education units within a university shalloahte part of the funds
referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article to ficarg joint functions at the level of the
university.

The allocation of funds referred to in paragrapdf fis Article shall be made
on the basis of the planned activities and costsetif to be established by the
decision of the Council of the university for thegoing academic year.

Tuition fees
Article 61

A higher education institution shall acquire furfdesm tuition fees on the
basis of the decision on the amount of fees foipfegng students.

The criteria for determining the level of the fedtwll be established by the
general act of a higher education institution.

Prior to announcing a competition for admissionnefv students, a higher
education institution shall establish the amountstwtion fees for all study
programmes in the following academic year.

The tuition fee shall determine the costs of stsidag one academic year, i.e.
for acquiring 60 ECTS credits.

The tuition fee shall include compensations forutagservices that a higher
education institution provides to a student witthie framework of the relevant study
programme.

The regular services referred to in paragraph 5the Article shall be
established by the decision of the university andinother independent higher
education institution.



VIIl. STAFF OF A HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTION
Teaching and non-teaching staff
Article 62

The teaching staff of a higher education insttaitshall comprise the persons
that perform teaching, scientific, research anidtartwork.

The teaching staff in the sense of this Law shalhsest of teachers,
researchers and associates.

The non-teaching staff of a higher education ingtnh shall comprise the
persons that perform professional, administrative: tchnical work.

A person sentenced by a legally valid judgment docriminal offence of
sexual abuse, forgery of a public document issyed higher education institution or
for accepting a bribe while performing a functiana higher education institution
may not serve as a teacher and/or associate.

If the person referred to in paragraph 4 of thiso has obtained a position,
the higher education institution concerned shatlidketo ban him/her from carrying
out the profession of teacher and/or associate.

The person referred to in paragraph 5 of this Agtishall have his/her
employment terminated in accordance with the law.

Ranks of teachers
Article 63

The ranks of teachers in a higher education insiitushall be: lecturer,
professor of professional career studies, docest@ate professor and full professor.

The teachers that have the rank of lecturer orggsafr of professional career
studies may teach only professional career courses.

The teachers that have the rank of docent, aseo@aifessor and full
professor may teach all types of studies.

The general act of an independent higher educatgiitution may provide for
also other ranks of teachers (teacher of a forkigguage, skills, etc.) in accordance
with the type of studies that the institution ismclited for.

Conditions for election to the position of teacher
Article 64

A person that has an appropriate professional,eamidand/or scientific title
and teaching capacity may be elected to the paositideacher.

A person that has an academic title of a mastea @rofessional title of
specialist may be elected to the position of lemtur

A person that has the academic title of doctor@Pm Science or Arts) may
be elected to the position of professor of profasai career studies.

A person that has higher education of the firseleand recognized works of
art may also be elected to the position of lectoreprofessor of professional career
studies.



A person that, in addition to the conditions reddrto in paragraph 3 of this
Article, has also had scientific and/or professiqrapers published and reviewed in
scientific journals or collections may be electedre position of docent.

A person that has higher education of the firseleand recognized works of
art may be elected to the position of docent irfigld of arts.

A person that has higher education of the firseleand recognized works of
art may also be elected to the position of doaethe field of arts.

A person that, in addition to the conditions reddrto in paragraph 5 of this
Article, has had a number of scientific works ofpimntance for the development of
science and/or arts in a specific scientific ana@aistic field published and reviewed
in international or leading domestic journals, mag elected to the position of
associate professor. Also, a person that has gmakriprofessional accomplishment
(a project, study paper, patent, an original metlaogew animal breed/plant variety et
al.), or that has directed or participated in sifenprojects; published a textbook,
monograph, practicum or a collection of problemghwsolutions in a specific
scientific and/or artistic field to which he/shedsing elected and has had a number of
papers presented at international or domestic sfiteconferences, may be elected to
the position of associate professor.

A person that has higher education of the firseleand works of art that
render an independent artistic contribution magleeted to the position of associate
professor in the field of arts.

A person that, in addition to the conditions reddrto in paragraph 7 of this
Article, has had a large number of scientific warktuencing the development of the
scientific thought in a specific field publisheddareviewed in international or leading
domestic journals; a large number of scientific kgoand statements presented at
international or domestic scientific conferencelsatt has published a textbook,
monograph or an original professional accomplisimérat has achieved results in
the development of junior researchers at a faautyarticipated in the final works at
the specialist and diploma academic studies, magléeted to the position of full
professor.

A person that has higher education of the firseleand exceptional works of
art that have significantly influenced the develemtnof culture and arts may be
elected to the position of full professor in theldi of arts.

The precise conditions for election to the positioh teacher shall be
established by the general act of a higher edutatstitution, in accordance with the
recommendations of the National Council referredintArticle 11, paragraph 1,
subparagraph 13) of this Law.

Employment contract and the acquisition of the rankof teacher
Article 65

A higher education institution shall announce a gefition for employment
and the acquisition of the position of teacher ispacific field established by the
general act of the higher education institution.

The university shall carry out election to all teéxg positions at the proposal
of a faculty and/or other higher education unite kcademy of Professional Career
Studies shall carry out election of teachers topbsition of lecturer or professor of
professional career studies, at the proposal o&gipeopriate higher education unit of
the Academy of Professional Career Studies.



A four-year college shall carry out election to t@aching positions, while a
four-year college of professional career studies| starry out election to the position
of lecturer or professor of professional careedistst

A person elected to the position of lecturer, doc@rassociate professor shall
acquire the position and conclude an employmentraonfor a period of five years.

A person elected to the position of professor affggsional career studies or
full professor shall acquire the position and cadel an employment contract for an
indefinite period of time.

An employment contract with a person elected topibstion of teacher shall
be concluded by the executive officer of the higbducation institution referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article.

The manner and procedure of the conclusion of eynpdmt contract and of
the acquisition of the position of teacher shallrbgulated by the general act of an
independent higher education institution.

In the election to the positions of teacher, a érgkducation institution shall
take into consideration the following elements:easment of the results of scientific,
research and/or artistic work; assessment of thielvement in the development of
teaching methods and the development of other iaeivof a higher education
institution; assessment of the results of pedagbgiork, as well as the assessment of
the results achieved in coaching junior teachescignces and/or arts.

The assessment of the results of scientific-rebeanrk shall be made on the
basis of the conditions referred to in Article fdragraph 11 of this Law.

The assessment of the results of the involvementhé development of
teaching methods and other activities and the ssuwad of the results achieved in
coaching junior teachers of sciences and/or agl BB made by the higher education
unit in which the teacher pursues teaching activity

In assessing the results of the pedagogical wadguat shall be taken of the
opinion of students, in accordance with the genacalof the relevant independent
higher education institution.

Visiting professor
Article 66

A higher education institution may hire a teachent some other independent
higher education institution, located outside #ritory of the Republic, as a visiting
professor without a public announcement of the naga

Exceptionally, in case there is a need to teaclestsin the field of arts, a
prominent artist may also be hired as a visitingfgssor.

The rights and obligations of the person electethéoposition referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article shall be regulated bgoatract for retaining services of
that person, under the conditions and in the maprevided for by the general act of
the higher education institution concerned.

Professor emeritus
Article 67

At the proposal of a faculty or other higher edigrainstitution, a university
may award the position of professor emeritus tollgpfofessor retired after the entry



into force of this Law. A full professor may becomeofessor emeritus if he/she
excelled in his/her scientific and/or artistic wpdarned international reputation and
achieved results in coaching junior teachers oérems and/or arts in the field for
which he/she has been elected.

A professor emeritus may participate in carrying alli forms of teaching at
academic studies of the second and third levetharspecific field for which he/she
has been elected.

The procedure and conditions of the award of thetjom and the rights of the
person referred to in paragraph 1 of this Artidialsbe regulated more precisely by
the general act of the university.

The rights and obligations of the person electethé&position referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article shall be regulated byamtract for the retaining of
teaching services. The total number of personsimglihe title of professor emeritus
may not exceed 3 per cent of the total number ofausity teachers.

Teachers of foreign languages and skills
Article 68

In addition to a person having the position refeérie in Article 63, paragraph
1 of this Law, a foreign language teacher or ahltenof a skill, who has acquired
higher education of the first level may also teadbreign language or a skill. He/she
must also have professional papers in the apptepiield published and must have a
talent for teaching.

The general act of a higher education institutiballsregulate more precisely
the manner of election and the period for whichacher of a foreign language or of a
skill is elected.

Researcher
Article 69

A person elected to a scientific position in thenmer and under the procedure
provided for by the law regulating scientific resgaactivities may hold courses at
doctoral studies, in accordance with the law arel ganeral act of an independent
higher education institution.

If the person referred to in paragraph 1 of thisicke has no employment
contract with a higher education institution in wtnia study programme is carried out,
the institution shall conclude with him/her a caetr for retaining his/her teaching
services.

Ranks of associates
Article 70

The positions of associates shall be associatbéeand assistant professor.

The positions of associates for teaching within #tedy programmes of
foreign languages shall be instructor and sengtruictor.

The general act of a higher education institutioallsprescribe conditions for
the election to the position of associates refetoad paragraph 2 of this Article.



The general act of a higher education institutiaay rastablish other positions
of associates as well.

Associate teacher
Article 71

A higher education institution shall elect to thespion of associate teacher at
the studies of the first level a student of mastdeégree or specialist studies, who has
completed his/her studies of the first level with @averall average mark of at least
eight (8).

A person that has higher education of the firselean overall average grade
of at least eight (8), and of at least nine (%@ group of subjects for which he/she is
to be elected, may be elected associate teaclaespecific field of arts, in accordance
with the general act of a higher education ingotutif no diploma academic studies
are provided for in that particular field.

Special conditions for election to the positionasfsociate teacher shall be
established by the general act of a higher edutatstitution.

An employment contract shall be concluded with pleeson referred to in
paragraph 1 of this Article for a period of one ryebhere shall be a possibility of
extending the contract for another year for theatlon of the studies, but not longer
than the end of the academic year in which theissugrminate.

An employment contract shall be concluded with pleeson referred to in
paragraph 2 of this Article for a period of one ryedth the possibility of extending
the contract for another year.

The contract referred to in paragraphs 4 and 5haf Article shall be
concluded by the executive officer of the higheueation institution concerned.

Assistant professor
Article 72

A higher education institution shall elect to tresgion of assistant professor a
student of doctoral studies that has completedptieeeding study levels with an
overall average mark of at least eight (8) andtal@st for teaching.

Specific conditions for election to the positionasfsistant professor shall be
established by the general act of a higher edutatstitution.

Exceptionally, for the purpose of teaching clinisabjects, a higher education
institution shall elect to the position of assistarofessor a person that has completed
appropriate medical specialization.

A person that has the academic title of mastertsfand has created works of
art that display a sense of independent artisteatan may be elected assistant
professor in a specific field of arts if no doclostudies are required in that particular
field.

A person that has completed academic studies dirdtdevel and has works
of art that display a sense of independent artgt@tion may be elected assistant
professor in a specific field of arts if no mastedegree and/or doctoral studies are
required in that particular field.



An employment contract for a period of three yeavgh a possibility of
extending it for another three years, shall be katex with the person elected to the
position of assistant professor.

The contract referred to in paragraph 6 of thischetshall be concluded by
the executive officer of the higher education tsitbn concerned.

Employment policy of a higher education institution
Article 73

A higher education institution shall formulate imsmployment policy,
proceeding from the need to organize the teachinggss in a qualitative, rational
and efficient manner.

Teachers and associates shall, as a rule, cond¢lldeme employment
contracts in accordance with the general act ohtglkeer education institution.

Teachers and associates teaching clinical subjshtdl have full-time
employment by dividing work hours between the higkducation institution and the
appropriate health facility.

Teachers and associates referred to in paragrapth& Article shall have the
status of full-time teacher or full-time associdwacher of a higher education
institution.

IX. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF EMPLOYEES OF A HIGHER
EDUCATION INSTITUTION

Rights and obligations of employees
Article 74

If not provided for otherwise by this Law, the Laegulating labor relations
shall be applicable in respect of the rights, dilmns and responsibilities of
employees of a higher education institution.

The executive officer of the higher education itnsbn shall determine the
individual rights, obligations and responsibilitesemployees of the higher education
institution.

The administrative body of the higher educatiastitation shall determine the
rights, obligations and responsibilities of the @xeve officer of that institution.

Work in other independent higher education instituions
Article 75

A teacher and/or an associate teacher of a higtiecation institution may
conclude a contract taking up employment at andilgdrer education institution only
with prior approval of the professional body of thigher education institution in
which he/she is employed.

The general act of an independent higher educatistitution shall regulate
the conditions and procedure of granting approwaltiie enlistment of a teacher at
another higher education institution.



Sabbatical
Article 76

After five years spent teaching at a higher edanatstitution, a teacher may
be granted a sabbatical leave of absence lastintp uyne academic year for the
purpose of professional, scientific and/or artisidvanced training, in accordance
with the Statute of the higher education institatio

Abeyance of employment and of the election period
Article 77

A teacher or an associate completing military isefvon maternity leave, on
leave to care for a child or for a child with sdceieeds or for other person, or on sick
leave longer than six months, shall have the peooavhich he/she has been elected
or his/her employment contract extended for théopesf absence.

Termination of employment of a teacher
Article 78

A teacher shall have his/her employment terminatetie end of the academic
year in which he/she has reached the age of 6hamdt least 15 years of service.

The teacher referred to in paragraph 1 of thisicketmay have his/her
employment contract extended up to two academicsya@ader the conditions and in
the manner provided for by the Statute of the usite and/or other independent
higher education institution.

A teacher who has had his/her employment contexatinated because of
retirement shall retain the position that he/sha dtahe moment of retirement.

The teacher referred to in paragraph 3 of thisckrtmay retain the assumed
obligations at master’s degree and doctoral stuéHiesmay be a mentor or serve as a
committee member during the preparation and deferfisitne final papers and/or
dissertations at these studies but not longer éinather two academic years.

On the basis of the decision of the appropriatdgsssional body, the teacher
referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article may lbgyaged in all forms of teaching at
master's degree and doctoral studies. He may asoe sas a committee member
during the preparation and defense of the finaepmpnd/or dissertations during these
studies but not longer than another two acadenacsye

X. REGIME OF STUDIES
Academic year

Article 79

A higher education institution shall organize amghlement studies within an
academic year commencing, as a rule, on 1 Octateklagting 12 calendar months.



An academic year may be divided into:

1) two semesters, each lasting 15 weeks;

2) three trimesters, each lasting 10 weeks;

3) blocks of an aggregate duration of 30 weeks, tlagvitual duration of
which shall be established by the general act ef higher education
institution.

The teaching of individual subjects shall, as &,rie organized and carried

out during one semester, one trimester or oneuctstn block, but not longer than
two semesters or three trimesters.

Language of studies
Article 80

A higher education institution shall organize amtplement studies in the
Serbian language.

A higher education institution may organize and lenmpent studies and/or
certain parts of studies, and organize the preparaeand defense of a doctoral
dissertation in the language of a national minootyin a foreign language, in
accordance with the Statute.

A higher education institution may carry out a stysrogramme in the
language of a national minority or in a foreigndaage if such a programme has been
approved and/or accredited.

For students with disabilities, a higher educatistitution may organize and
implement studies and/or certain parts of studliea,sign language.

Organization of studies
Article 81

The obligations of a higher education institutiothwespect to the manner of
organization and the schedule of various formstodliss shall be regulated by the
general act of the higher education institution.

A higher education institution shall be obligedai@anize lectures and other
forms of instruction for all students, except fastdnce learning study programmes.

The precise conditions and manner of the realinatiba distance learning
study programme shall be regulated by the genestlof the higher education
institution.

A higher education institution shall inform studem an appropriate way of
the manner, time and place of the instruction, abjes, methods and contents of the
instruction. It shall also be bound to inform stotdeof the contents, methods, criteria
and the standards of examination, the manner afrgrgsexam transparency and the
manner of having insight into the results, as vesllof other matters of students’
interest.

X|l. STUDENTS
Enrolment

Article 82



The applicants may be enrolled in the approved/aandccredited study
programmes organized by a higher education instrtutnder the conditions and in
the manner regulated by this Law and the generaloh@n independent higher
education institution.

A foreign national may enroll in study programmmegerred to in paragraph 1
of this Article under the same conditions as aomati of Serbia.

A person may enroll in study programmes referedtparagraph 1 of this
Article if he/she knows the language of instruction

The conditions, manner and the procedure of tgdtie knowledge of the
language referred to in paragraph 3 of this ArtgHall be regulated by the general act
of a higher education institution.

A person that has enrolled in the study programrafesred to in paragraph 1
of this Article shall acquire the status of student

A student shall enroll in the status of the studeranced from the budget or
that of the self-financing student.

Competition
Article 83

An independent higher education institution shaihounce an admission
competition (hereinafter referred to as competjtion

A competition shall contain the number of studetds be admitted to
individual study programmes, admission conditioasteria for candidates’ rating
lists, the procedure for carrying out the compaititilt shall also contain the manner
and the deadline for rating list order appealsyel as the amount of the tuition fees
paid by students not financed from the budget.

A competition shall be announced not later thase fmonths prior to the
beginning of the academic year.

Number of students
Article 84

An independent higher education institution sligtermine the number of
students to be enrolled in the study programmesnizgd by it. The number of
students shall not exceed the number set in thi penmit.

The number of students referred to in paragraptf fhis Article shall be
determined at the recommendation of higher edutatidts within an independent
higher education institution, in accordance with 8tatute of that institution.

For a higher education institution whose foundsrthe Republic, the
Government shall take the decision on the numbestwdents to be enrolled in the
freshman year of a study programme financed froenbiidget. The decision shall be
taken upon receiving advice from higher educatiostitutions and the National
Council not later than two months prior to the ammmement of a competition.

A higher education institution may increase thenhar of students referred to
in paragraph 3 of this Article in the coming yeassnot more than 20 per cent in
relation to the preceding year, in accordance wighdecision of the competent body
of the higher education institution.



Rating and admission of applicants
Article 85

An applicant for admission to the studies of tiretflevel shall sit for an
entrance examination or a scholastic aptitude tesiccordance with the general act
of an independent higher education institution.

The order of applicants’ admission to the studieéshe first level shall be
established on the basis of the overall scoresuaetiin the secondary education and
the results scored at the entrance examinatioroaatithe scholastic aptitude test.

An applicant having a general certificate of set@gy education shall not sit
for an entrance examination. Instead of an entraxeenination, the applicant shall
have the scores achieved at the school leaving ieafion evaluated in accordance
with the general act of an independent higher ditutanstitution.

Instead of an entrance examination, a higher emuncanstitution may direct
an applicant in possession of a vocational andfts secondary school leaving
certificate to take the tests in subjects requicedhe award of a general certificate of
secondary education.

An independent higher education institution skththw up a rating list of
applicants on the basis of the competition admmssrideria.

The right to enroll in the studies of the firsvdé shall be acquired by the
applicant rated within the number of students refito in Article 84 of this Law on
the rating list referred to in paragraph 5 of #iscle.

A student of the first level studies enrolled ither independent higher
education institution; a person that has acquiigtdr education at the studies of the
first level, and a person whose student statusdased in accordance with this Law,
may enroll in the studies of the first level undlee conditions and in the manner
provided for by the general act of the independeigher education institution
concerned.

The right referred to in paragraph 7 of this Adishall be exercised at
personal request.

An applicant shall enroll in the studies of them®l and the third levels under
the conditions, in the manner and under the praeedstablished by the general act
of, and in the competition announced by, an inddpenhhigher education institution.

Rights and obligations of students
Article 86

A student of a higher education institution siale the rights and obligations
established by this Law and the general act ohtbker education institution.

A student shall have the right to:

1) enrolment, quality education and objective grading;

2) timely and accurate information about all issudateel to studies;

3) active participation in decision-making, in accarda with the law;

4) self-organization and expression of his/her opinion

5) privileges deriving from the status of student;

6) study conditions of equal quality for all students;

7) education in the language of a national minority accordance with

the law;



8) difference and protection against discrimination;

9) elect and be elected to Students’ Parliament ahdradbodies of a
higher education institution;

A student shall be obliged to:

1) comply with instruction and pre-examination obligas;

2) comply with general legal acts of the institution;

3) respect the rights of employees and other studertfigher education
institution;

4) participate in decision-making, in accordance \ilin law.

A student shall have the right of appeal in accocdawith the Statute of the
higher education institution if the higher educatinstitution has violated some of the
obligations listed in paragraph 2, subparagrapBf.this Article.

Rules of studies
Article 87

A student shall opt for study programme subjects emmolling in each
academic year.

A study programme shall prescribe which subjects @ampulsory for the
relevant year of study.

A student financed from the budget shall opt fornaany subjects as are
necessary to acquire at least 60 ECTS credits.

A self-financing student shall opt, in accordanaéhwvthe study programme,
for as many subjects as are needed to obtainsit3@ECTS credits.

A self-financing student shall pay part of theituitfees calculated against the
subjects he/she has opted for.

By passing an examination a student shall obtawertain number of ECTS
credits in accordance with the study programme.

A student who fails the examination in a compulssupject prior to the
beginning of the coming academic year shall takestime subject again.

A student who fails the examination in an optiosabject may take the same
subject again or opt for another optional subject.

The study programme may make a student’s subjgairopontingent upon
having him/her previously pass examinations in enmore subjects provided for by
the study programme.

The precise rules of studies shall be regulatethbygeneral act of a higher
education institution.

Status of the student
Article 88
A student financed from the budget and who haseghiwithin the framework
of a study programme that he/she has been adntjedD ECTS credits by passing

examinations during an academic year shall haveigi to be financed from the
budget also in the next academic year.



A student financed from the budget and who haseghless than 60 ECTS
credits during an academic year may continue hisghedies in the status of self-
financing student.

A self-financing student who has gained during eadamic year 60 ECTS
credits from the ongoing year of the study programmay be financed from the
budget in the next academic year.

A student may exercise the right referred to inageaiph 3 of this Article if
he/she is rated within the total number of studertiese studies are financed from the
budget, in the manner and under the procedure lissteth by the general act of a
higher education institution.

A student financed from the budget may, in thatustaenroll in only one
approved and/or accredited study programme ataime $evel of studies.

Grading
Article 89

The success of a student in mastering a subjedit lshacontinually under
scrutiny and shall be expressed in points.

By complying with the pre-examination obligationsdaby passing exams a
student may earn 100 points maximum.

A study programme shall establish the ratio of fiearned through pre-
examination obligations and those earned at themex@he pre-examination
obligations shall account for 30 points minimum &@dpoints maximum.

The success of a student at the exam shall be ssqutdrom grade 5 (failed)
up to grade 10 (excellent).

A higher education institution may also provide father, non-numerical
manner of grading by establishing a ratio of thoseks with the marks referred to in
paragraph 4 of this Article.

The general act of a higher education institutiballsregulate the precise
manner of taking and grading an exam.

Exams
Article 90

An exam shall be consolidated and taken orallyyniting and/or in a practical
manner.

An exam shall be taken at the seat of a higherataurcinstitution and/or on
the premises specified in the work permit.

The provision of paragraph 2 of this Article shb# applicable also to a
distance learning study programme.

A higher education institution may make arrangemefior taking exams
outside its seat if so required by the nature efgihbject involved.

A student shall take an exam immediately upon cetiga of the course in
that subject.

The examination periods shall be in January, Apuhe and September.

Exceptionally, one examination period may be deieeoh for subjects in the
field of arts, in accordance with the general dc bigher education institution.



If a student referred to in paragraph 5 of thigdetfails an exam, he/she shall
have the right to take the exam two more timesnduithe same academic year.

Exceptionally, a student who has one exam remairfrogn the study
programme of the year he/she has enrolled in slaakk the right to take that exam in
the subsequent examination period prior to thertmégg of the following academic
year.

A student with disability shall have the right &ké an exam in the manner
adapted to his/her abilities, in accordance with gleneral act of a higher education
institution.

Complaint
Article 91

A student shall have the right to file a complamtthe competent body of a
higher education institution regarding a grade wit36 hours if he/she considers that
the exam has not taken place in accordance withateand the general act of the
institution.

The competent body of the institution shall coasidnd decide the complaint
within 24 hours from the receipt thereof, in ac@rce with the provisions of the
general act of the independent higher educatiditutisn concerned.

It the complaint of a student is granted, the etidnay take the exam again
within three days from the date of receipt of tleeigion referred to in paragraph 2 of
this Article.

Abeyance of rights and obligations of students

At the request of a student, his/her rights antigations shall be left in
abeyance. The request shall be granted for readosexious illness, absence due to
professional training lasting at least six montt@ng or completing national service,
caring for a child below the age of one year, neiahce of pregnancy. The request
shall be granted also in other cases provided yothe general act of the relevant
higher education institution.

A student who was prevented from taking an examn tduillness or absence
due to professional training lasting at least thremths may be allowed to sit for the
exam during the next examination period, in acaocdawith the general act of the
relevant higher education institution.

Disciplinary responsibility
Article 93

A student shall be responsible for violating afigattion provided for by the
general act of an independent higher educatiortutish at the time of violation.

A student may be pronounced the measure of exclufiom a higher
education institution for a serious violation of@pligation.

Disciplinary proceedings may not be instituted mpize expiration of a period
of three months from learning of violation of arligation and from identification of



the offender, and upon the expiration of a peridcsia months from the date of
violation of the obligation at the latest.

The general act of an independent higher educatistitution shall provide
definitions of minor and serious violations of thieligations of a student as well as
the disciplinary bodies and disciplinary proceedingr establishing a student’'s
responsibility.

Termination of the status of student
Article 94

The status of student shall cease in the followiages:

1) withdrawal from studies;

2) completion of studies;

3) failure to register for an academic year,

4) if a student fails to finish his studies befdhe expiration of the
deadline defined as the double number of acadepacsyneeded for
the completion of a study programme;

5) if the disciplinary measure of exclusion fromudies at a higher
education institution has been pronounced.

The deadline for the completion of studies may kteredled at a student’s

request, in accordance with the general act ofdleant higher education institution.

Professional, academic and scientific titles
Article 95

A person that has completed basic academic studiesdl acquire a
professional title with a designation of the ramkhe first level of academic studies in
the relevant field.

A person that has completed basic professionakecatedies shall acquire a
professional title with a designation of the rarikhe first level of professional career
studies in the relevant field.

A person that has completed specialist academidiestushall acquire a
professional title of specialist with a designatiminthe rank of the second level of
academic studies in the relevant field.

A person that has completed specialist professicer@er studies shall acquire
a professional title of specialist with a desigoatbf the rank of the second level of
professional career studies in the relevant field.

A person that has completed diploma academic susdiell acquire the
academic title of a graduate with a designatiothefrank of the second level of the
diploma academic studies in the relevant field.

A person that has completed doctoral studies aratfademic studies of the
third level shall acquire a doctorate and/or thle tf a Ph.D. (Sciences or Arts) with
a designation of the relevant field.

The list containing the designations of ranks ie televant fields and the
abbreviations relating to professional, academid atientific titles shall be
established by the National Council, at the recondation of the Conference of
Universities and/or the Conference of AcademieBrofessional Career Studies.



The abbreviation of a professional title shall bacpd after the name and
surname, and the abbreviation of the academic sitiall precede the name and
surname.

In international communication and in the diplonssued in the English
language, the title acquired by the person refetoeth paragraph 1 of this Article
shall beBachelor; the title acquired by the person referred to irageaph 2 of this
Article shall beBachelor (appl.); the title acquired by the person referred to in
paragraph 5 of this Article shall bdaster, and the title acquired by the person
referred to in paragraph 6 of this Article shallRieD., and/or the corresponding title
in the language into which the diploma is to basfated.

XIl. LIFELONG LEARNING
Article 96

A higher education institution may, within the peoof its activities,
implement programmes of lifelong learning outsidee tframework of study
programmes for which it has obtained a work permit.

The conditions, manner and procedure for the cagrput of programmes
referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shallregulated by the general act of the
institution.

A person that has mastered a programme referréd paragraph 1 of this
Article shall be issued a certificate.

A person admitted to a programme referred to magraph 1 of this Article
shall not have the status of student in the sehgesoLaw.

XIll. RECORDS AND PUBLIC DOCUMENTS
Records
Article 97

A higher education institution shall keep a remgigif students, files on issued
diplomas and Diploma Supplements and a recordeofaken examinations.

The records referred to in paragraph 1 of thischetshall be kept in the
Serbian language, in Cyrillic script. In the terit of a municipality in which Latin
script is also officially used, records shall kegging that script as well. The text in
Latin script shall be written below the text in @ script.

When instruction is given in the language of aamatl minority, the records
referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall kept in the Serbian language, in
Cyrillic script and in the language and scriptlod hational minority.

The register of students shall be kept on a peemiamasis and preserved.

The Minister shall prescribe the contents andhthener of keeping records.

Protection of the data contained in the records

Article 98



The data entered into the records referred tortrcld 97 of this Law shall be
gathered, processed, preserved and used for tls oéearrying out activities of a
higher education institution or those of the Minysin the performance of its
functions provided for by the law.

The data contained in the records shall be ussdich a manner as to ensure
the protection of the identity of students, in adamce with the law.

Public documents
Article 99

A higher education institution shall issue puldlazuments on the basis of the
data contained in the records.

For the purposes of this Law, public documentdl $lgaa matriculation book,
a diploma confirming the acquired higher educatiod the Supplement Diploma.

A higher education institution shall issue pubdiccuments in the Serbian
language, in Cyrillic script. In the territory ofraunicipality in which Latin script is
also officially used, a higher education institatishall issue public documents using
that script as well. The text in Latin script shiadl written below the text in Cyrillic
script.

When instruction is given in the language of aamatl minority or in one of
the world languages, public documents shall beessising the form printed in two
languages, in the Serbian language in Cyrillicgaand in the language and script in
which instruction is given.

At the request of a student, an independent highacation institution shall
issue a public document confirming the mastered pha study programme. The
public document shall contain the details on tvellenature and content of studies as
well as the achieved results.

The Minister shall prescribe the content of thélmudocument referred to in
paragraph 2 of this Article.

The diploma and the Supplement Diploma shall Aksaessued in the English
language.

The diploma shall be authenticated by the independigher education
institution’s embossed stamp affixed to it.

The Supplement Diploma shall obligatorily be issatong with the diploma.

The Supplement Diploma shall be supported by arge®n of the higher
education system in the Republic in force at tmeetiof the acquired education
specified in the diploma.

Diploma and the Supplement Diploma
Article 100

The diploma and the Supplement Diploma shall beesd by:

1) at a university — the Rector and the Dean ofr¢hevant faculty and/or
academy of arts within the university;

2) at an academy of professional career studibas Ptesident;

3) at a four-year college or a four-year collegepobfessional career
studies — the Head.



The authorized persons of higher education ingtitgtcarrying out the study
programme for the acquisition of a joint diplomalisign the joint diploma and the
Supplement Diploma.

Declaring diplomas and Supplement Diplomas null andoid

Article 101
A diploma and/or the Supplement Diploma shall belared null and void:
1) if issued by an unauthorized organization;
2) if signed by an unauthorized person;
3) if the holder of the diploma failed to meet his/hexamination

obligations in the manner and according to the guiace provided for
by the law and by the study programme of a highéucation
institution.

A higher education institution shall declare nulhdavoid a diploma
confirming the acquired doctorate if it has found that the doctoral dissertation is
not an original scientific and/or artistic resuittoe candidate’s work.

The Minister shall ex officio declare null and voad diploma and/or the
Supplement Diploma for reasons enumerated in papagt, subparagraph 1 of this
Article.

Issuance of a new public document
Article 102

A higher education institution shall issue a newblmu document after
declaring the original public document null anddsam the Official Journal of the
Republic of Serbia, on the basis of the data coathiin the records kept by the
institution.

A public document referred to in paragraph 1 ofstiirticle shall be
considered an original public document.

A public document referred to in paragraph 1 o$ tArticle shall contain an
indication that a new public document is in questisssued after declaring the
original public document null and void.

Replacement of a public document
Article 103
In the event of destruction or disappearance ef riécords referred to in

Article 97 of this Law or of the archives, a perghat does not possess a public
document issued by a higher education instituti@y mpply to the municipal court



under whose jurisdiction is or was the seat ofttigher education institution involved
to establish his/her acquired education.

The request shall include evidence on the basiatoth it is possible to
ascertain that the person involved has acquirecsponding education as well as an
acknowledgment that the archives have been destiyleave disappeared.

The acknowledgement that the archives have beestroged or have
disappeared shall be issued by the higher educatstitution in which the person has
acquired education or by some other institution bizs taken over the records and/or
the archives. In the absence of such institutidre Ministry shall issue the
acknowledgement.

The municipal court shall bring the decision om tbstablishment of the
acquired education in extra-judicial proceedings.

The decision referred to in paragraph 4 of thische shall replace the public
document issued by a higher education institution.

XIV. RECOGNITION OF FOREIGN HIGHER EDUCATION DOCUME NTS
AND EVALUATION OF FOREIGN STUDY PROGRAMMES

Recognition of foreign higher education documents
Article 104

Recognition of a foreign document of higher ediarashall mean a procedure
on the basis of which the right of the holder adttdocument shall be established to
continue education and/or to seek employment.

The procedure for recognition shall be conductedaccordance with the
provisions of this Law unless otherwise providedldy an international treaty.

The procedure for recognition for the purpose aitmuing education within
the higher education system shall establish that rif the holder of a foreign

The procedure for recognition for the purpose mpyment shall establish
the type and level of studies of the holder of eifgn document of higher education
as well as his/her professional, academic andiensfic title.

Recognition referred to in paragraphs 3 and i Article shall be carried
out by an independent higher education institutiothe manner and according to the
procedure prescribed by the general act of th@utisi.

The procedure for recognition shall not be coneldict a public document was
acquired in the territory of the Socialist Federapublic of Yugoslavia before 27
April 1992.

A public document referred to in paragraph 6hig Article shall produce the
same legal effect as a public document issuedeinethiitory of the Repubilic.

The procedure for recognition of a foreign docutmeh higher education
referred to in paragraphs 3 and 4 of this Artidalstake into consideration the
system of education of the country in which theefgn document of higher education
has been acquired. It shall also take into conater the study programme,
conditions for admission to the study programmes tights conferred by that
document of higher education in the country in Whichas been acquired and other
facts of relevance for the recognition of a foreigrument of higher education.



The competent body of an independent higher etturcatstitution shall bring
the decision on the request for recognition retémein paragraphs 3 and 4 of this
Article.

The decision referred to in paragraph 9 of thisiche shall be final in the
administrative procedure.

Evaluation of foreign study programmes
Article 105

Evaluation of a foreign study programme shall agied out in the procedure
for recognition referred to in Article 104 of thisw, on the basis of the type and
level of acquired knowledge and skills.

Once established positive evaluation of a spedédreign study programme
shall be valid in all future cases involving thengastudy programme.

Evaluation referred to in paragraph 1 of this éedishall be carried out by the
professional body of an independent higher educatiostitution taking into
consideration the data on the foreign higher edoicanstitution where the relevant
study programme is carried out. The Ministry slkealsure the furnishing of the data.

The Ministry shall furnish the data on the indegmm higher education
institution and the system of education in the pdure of evaluation for the purpose
of recognition of a domestic higher education doeanabroad.

XV. ADMINISTRATIVE SUPERVISION
Article 106

The Ministry shall perform the administrative sopgion of the work of
higher education institutions.

Inspectors and/or other authorized persons (heftem referred to as
inspectors) shall carry out inspection.

The duties of an inspector may be performed bgwadchool graduate who
has passed the professional examination requinethéowork in government bodies
and who has at least three years of work experience

In performing the inspection duties the inspestwll be authorized to:

1) nullify the enrolment of students in the firstademic year over and
above the number of students determined in accoedaith Article 84
of this Law;

2) nullify the enrolment of students carried oubtrary to the provisions
of this Law;

3) temporarily prohibit the pursuance of higher @tion activities to a
legal entity carrying out these activities in cemintion of the
provisions of this Law;

4) take other measures for which he/she has baboraed by the law or
other regulation.

6) employing a teacher who does not fulfil the dbads provided for by
this Law or employing him/her without a competitiQArticles 63 —

66);

7 failing to make arrangements for lectures arteioforms of teaching
(Article 81, paragraph 2);

8) admitting to a study programme an applicant \Wwhs not participated
in the competition, or in contravention of the caatifpon (Article 83);

9) admitting students over and above the numberrchéted in

accordance with this Law (Article 84);
10) failing to keep records in the manner provifador for keeping them
irregularly and issuing public documents that bgirtitontents do not
correspond to the contents determined by the MinigArticle 97,
paragraph 5 and Article 99, paragraph 6).
The responsible person of a higher education uisgiit shall be fined 10,000
to 30,000 dinars for violation referred to in paeggh 1 of this Article.

XVII. THE FUNCTIONS ENTRUSTED TO THE AUTONOMOUS PRO VINCE
OF VOJVODINA

Article 108

In the territory of the Autonomous Province of Vogima, the Autonomous
Province of Vojvodina shall perform, through itsdies, the functions referred to in
Article 23, paragraph 1, subparagraphs 4 and 7clArd0, paragraph 1; Article 41,
paragraph 2; Article 42, paragraph 9; Article 48cggraph 2; Article 45, paragraph 2;

The competent bodies of the AP of Vojvodina shabperate with the
Ministry in the performance of the functions reéstito in paragraph 1 of this Article.

With respect to the entrusted functions of govemmnaeministration referred
to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the Ministry dhiaave, in relation to the competent
bodies of the AP of Vojvodina, the rights and dsitiprovided for by the law
regulating government administration.



XVIII. HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN THE TERRITO  RY OF
THE AUTONOMOUS PROVINCE OF KOSOVO AND METOHIJA WHOS E
FOUNDER IS THE REPUBLIC

Two-year colleges

Article 119



Two-year colleges that have obtained the decisiorcampliance with the
conditions for commencing work and carrying outitlaetivities pending the coming
into force of this Law, shall continue to operabejt without the possibility of
enrolment of new students after the academic y@@6/2007.

Two-year colleges referred to in paragraph 1 of #hiticle shall be bound to
submit, within one year from the date of the emtyp force of this Law, a request for
the issuance of a work permit.

A higher education institution referred to in pasggh 3 of this Article shall
constitute its administrative and professional bedand Students’ Parliament, and
shall elect an executive officer in accordance whis Law within three months from
the date of receiving the work permit.

Pending the constitution of the bodies referredintoparagraph 5 of this
Article, regulations that were in force before twening into effect of the present Law
shall be applied.

Bodies of higher education institutions
Article 120

The constitution of the administrative body, theofpssional body and
Students’ Parliament and the election of the exeeutfficer of a university and/or a
faculty referred to in Article 118 of this Law shhk completed within three months
from the date of the adoption of the act relatimghie reorganization of the university,
in accordance with this Law.

A professor of a two-year college, who has nofilfedl the conditions for
election to the position of professor of profesailorareer studies in accordance with
the provisions of the present Law and does not baleast 15 years of service in the
teaching capacity on the date of the coming intedaf this Law, shall be regarded
as having the position of lecturer.

Persons elected to the position of trainee assigtafessor and/or assistant
professor pursuant to the regulations in force feefthe present Law became
effective, shall have the right to be re-electethtosame position for a period of three
years.

Students
Article 123

Students admitted to basic studies or to studies@year colleges before the
coming into force of this Law may complete theindes according to the previous
syllabus and curriculum, conditions and rules oid&ts, within two years after the
expiration of the period of regular studies atlttest.

Students admitted to two-year colleges beforecthraing into force of this
Law that have failed to obtain the work permit, ntaynplete their studies according
to the previous syllabus and curriculum, conditiamsl rules of studies within two
years from the date of the adoption of the decisienlining the request for the
issuance of the work permit.

Students admitted to master’s degree studies déher entry into force of the
present Law may complete their studies accordinght® previous syllabus and
curriculum, conditions and rules of studies witlinperiod of five years from the
coming into force of the present Law at the latest.

Students admitted to doctoral studies and/or cies for a doctorate who
submitted their doctoral dissertation before théryemto force of this Law may
complete their studies according to the previodglsys and curriculum, conditions
and rules of studies and/or acquire a doctoratkinviive years from the entry into
force of this Law at the latest.



Students referred to in paragraph 1 of this Aetichay continue their
commenced studies according to the study prograattopted in accordance with the
provisions of this Law, in the manner and in cormpbe with the procedure provided
for by the general act of the relevant higher etiananstitution.

Rules of finance of studies
Article 124

Students admitted to a higher education institugifier the coming into force

Introduction of ECTS credits
Article 125

In the procedure for introduction and applicatadrthe ECTS credits, a higher
education institution shall monitor the results iagbd at examinations as well as
other relevant indicators of students’ workload adain the opinion of students
regarding the effective strain in mastering theteots of study programmes.

On the basis of the indicators referred to in gaaph 1 of this Article, a
higher education institution shall adapt the vatiethe ECTS credits awarded to
individual subjects.

Public documents
Article 126

A higher education institution shall issue a palglocument to a person that
has acquired or acquires the right to be issuedibdigpdocument pursuant to the
regulations in force before the date of the entrty iforce of this Law. The public
document shall be issued using the form that was@before the entry into force of
this Law

Harmonization of acquired academic, professional aifor scientific titles
Article 127

A person that has acquired or acquires the apiatepsicademic, professional
or scientific title (hereinafter referred to as tiitke) in accordance with regulations
applicable before the coming into force of the preed_aw, shall retain the right to use
the title consistent with the regulations accordimgvhich it has been acquired.

A person referred to in paragraph 1 of this Adichay request a higher
education institution in which that person has a&egua title to confirm that the



previously acquired title corresponds to one oftities referred to in Article 95 of
this Law. Such a title shall be confirmed in a maure and in accordance with the
conditions prescribed by the general act of theviagit higher education institution
and with the criteria for harmonization of the aicgd titles established by the
Conference of Universities and/or the ConferenceAoddemies of Professional
Career Studies.

When a higher education institution, in the pragedeferred to in paragraph
2 of this Article, has confirmed the correspondiitig, it shall issue a new diploma in
accordance with the present Law.

The diploma referred to in paragraph 3 of thisdetmay be issued only if the
previously issued diploma has been declared ndlivaid.

If a higher education institution in which the pen referred to in paragraph 2
of this Article has acquired the title ceased testxand has no legal successor, the
Ministry shall designate a higher education insititu to decide the request.

Taking a doctor’s degree
Article 128

Persons that have acquired the academic titleasten (sciences) according to
the regulations applicable before the entry intacdoof this Law may acquire a
doctorate on the basis of the successfully defewidetbral dissertation according to
the regulations applicable before the present Lewk teffect. The defense of the
doctoral thesis shall take place within seven yéan® the date of the coming into
force of this Law at the latest.

Initiated procedures
Article 129

Procedures for foreign degree validation and/ouiv&dence initiated in
accordance with the regulations applicable befbesentry into force of the present
Law shall be completed consistent with those regra within six months from the
date of the entry into force of this Law.

Procedures for the founding and/or for obtaining tlecision on compliance
with the conditions for work, initiated in accora&nwith the regulations applicable
before the coming into force of the present Lavalisbe completed consistent with
those regulations within six months from the ddttéhe entry into force of this Law.

Cessation of validity of the regulations in force
Article 130

The Law on Two-Year Colleges (Official Journaltbeé Republic of Serbia,
Nos. 50/92, 39/93, 53/93, 67/93, 48/94 and 24/9&) the Law on University
(Official Journal of the Republic of Serbia, No./@2) shall cease to be effective on
the date of the entry into force of this Law. ThenLon Professional Titles (Official
Journal of the Socialist Republic of Serbia”, N8%/77 and 17/85) shall cease to be
effective upon the expiry of the period referrednt@rticle 115 of this Law.



Regulations adopted on the basis of the lawsredtdpo in paragraph 1 of this
Article shall be applicable also after the cessatibvalidity of the said laws, pending
the adoption of corresponding regulations purst@the present Law, except if those
regulations are contrary to the provisions of thespnt Law.

Entry into force of this Law
Article 131

The present Law shall come into force on the éiglgty from the date of its
publication in the Official Journal of the RepubtitSerbia.
